Illinois Low-Income Energy Assistance Program Eligibility

You may be eligible to receive assistance under the Low Income Home Energy Assistance
Program (LIHEAP) if your household's combined income for the 30 days prior to application is at
or below the following levels shown on the chart below. If you rent, and your heat and/or
electric is included in the rent, then your rent must be greater than 30% of your income in
order to be eligible to receive benefits.

1 Person household .....gross income: $1276
2 Person household .....gross income: $1711
3 Person household .....gross income: $2146
4 Person household .....gross income: $2581

Please call the Township office to make an appointment or to confirm eligibility. When you
apply, you will need to bring proof of gross income for your household, copy of current heat
and electric bills, proof of social security numbers for all household members, and a rental
agreement that states your monthly rent amount.
